Des Molloy and Dick Huurdeman look like the sort of guys who should be se-

dately steering a sleigh in a Santa parade, not riding old single-banger British 

bikes half way across the world through some of the most difficult and remote 

terrain imaginable. Des's son Steve joined this intrepid pair as cameraman and 

general factotum for the highs and lows of an incident-packed three-month trek 

from Beijing to Arnhem on 'Penelope', a 1965 Yorkshire-made 650cc Panther, 

and 'Dutch Courage', a 1954 Norton 600. The route took them across the Northern

-most of the Old Silk Roads over the roof of the world through China, Mongolia, 

Kazakhstan, Pakistan, the burning deserts in Iran, Turkey, Greece, Italy, Germany 

and finally to Arnhem in Holland - over 18,000 kilometers. They did the last

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Processing without Photoshop  
Peter Beddek 
 

I have been undertaking some basic research in the past couple of weeks to see what photographic editing software is 

available FREE.  With the cost of purchasing Photoshop way up in the stratosphere there must be some alternative for 

those who have a moral reticence to going pirate. 

My undeclared brief was for software that could undertake all of the basic functions of crop, straighten, sharpen, ad-

just colours, redeye adjustment, contrast, fill light, and a reasonable range of effects.  It was also a requirement that 

the software in question was able to be operated without needing a degree in Information Technology, ie it had to be 

reasonably intuitive and easy to use. 

I have ended up with three program suites which meet or exceed the criteria I set.  These are  

   Picasa 2  from Google 

   Picnik from Picnik.com 

  and Gimpshop from Scott Moshella 

I have loaded and used all three, followed up reviews in the Internet and offer the following as my summation of 

each. 

Picasa 2 
Picasa 2 is more than just a processing suite.  It is a total image management package and perhaps has more in com-

mon with LightRoom in its approach than Photoshop. 

Hereôs what PC Magazine had to say in a recent review: 

It's not just free. It's better than ever. This past summer, the ever-expanding Google empire ac-

quired Picasa, one of PC Magazine's favorite photo-management tools, and a week later, in keeping 

with its usual business strategy, the company quit charging for the application. Now, for the first 

time since the acquisition, Google has released a new version, Picasa 2.0, and we like it even more 

than before. 

With this release, Picasa is even easier to use for organizing, editing, and sharing your digital pho-

tos. Without leaving the application, you can now move photos across your Microsoft Windows file 

tree, add captions to your pictures, pan and zoom, and use 12 new lighting and color effects. You 

can also save photos to an external drive, burn them to a disc, or upload them to popular photo-

sharing Web sites. And that's just for starters.

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This screen shows the basic editing features 

and gives an indication of the ease of use.  

You simply select and use.  One of the princi-

ple features of Picasa is that it is non-

destructive insofar as your original image 

files are concerned.  You can make all the 

changes you want and still not damage the 

original file. 

I found all of the features simple to use and 

was able to obtain the results I was seeking. 

 

One of Picasaôs prime attributes is the ability 

to load and maintain web albums, send im-

ages by email and to maintain blogs.

I enjoyed using Picasa and have retained it on my computer so that I can quickly process photos and load them to the 

web album for my daughter in Canada to view.  It is a good solution for those starting out in post processing.

My second test was of ñPicnikò a web based 

suite of programs. 

Check out this review - http://

reviews.cnet.com/Picnik/4660-10619_7-

6692716.html  It has adverts but gives a fairly 

comprehensive movie review. 

To use ñPicnikò you need to set up an account 

and then you are away.  You upload your im-

age file and work on it within the web based 

programs.  And they are good.  I found them 

easy to use and had no problems at all. 

The basic version of ñPicnikò is free ï this in-

cludes all of the crop, colour, straighten, 

sharpen, red-eye controls.  For this free version 

you do have to put up with all the adverts all over the page, plus there are some more advanced features (such as 

Curves) which are not available.  As you can see from the advert, the complete system costs $US24.95 per year. 

The best way to assess ñPicnikò is to try it.  You donôt need to load any software ï its easy as!
